+ For replacement installations, make sure the existing
cutout is the same size or smaller than needed for
the new lavatory.

+ Do noft substitute another sealant if one is supplied
with this lavatory.

Step 1: Verify fit or relo-
cate plumbing. If possi-
ble, pre-install the drain to
the lavatory

Step 3: Loosely
install the clips

Step 2: Clean the
underside of the
countertop and the
rim of the lavatory.

Step 4: Generously apply
100% silicone sealant.
Do not use adhesives

or adhesive sealants



Step 5: While lifting the
lavatory, rotate and
fighten clips evenly. Use
anchors and fasteners
provided with countertop.

Step 7: Complete faucet
installation. Connect
drain.

Step 8: Run Water into the
lavatory and check for
leaks.
